I am writing to acknowledge receipt of your email dated 18th October 2023 requesting information 
under the Freedom of Information Act (2000) regarding knee replacement 
 
 
 
 
As of 1st November 2014 University Hospitals of North Midlands NHS Trust (UHNM) manages two 
hospital sites – Royal Stoke University Hospital, and County Hospital (Stafford). Therefore the 
response below is for the two sites combined from that date where appropriate. 

 
Q1 Please can you let me know how many patients you had on your waiting list for at least 

one knee replacement on 1st October 2023. 
 
A1 As at the 01/10/2023 there were 569 patients waiting for knee replacement surgery.

Q3 Please could you let me know many NHS knee replacement patients have been 

transferred to a private medical hospital to have their procedure carried out in the 
following years: 2019, 2020, 2021, 2022 and 2023 thus far.
